5. Stephanie Dess explained the Microsoft Cy Pres Program.  LLCS will be awarded $36,105 via vouchers for eligible products.

6. Stephanie Dess updated the board regarding the NWEA progress.  The High School will be finishing up testing during the week of October 19.  The elementary and middle school will be starting the NWEA test during the week of October 26.
