Rules for Visitors to Learning for Leadership Charter School

A. General Requirements for Visitors:

1) A visitor is defined as any person seeking to enter the school building or facility  

(including boarding school transportation) who is not an employee of the school or a 

currently enrolled student.

2) All visitors are required to register with the school office and obtain authorization 

from the director or a person designated by the school director to remain on the 

school premises.  All visitors are required to wear a “Visitor” pass as a form of 

identification when on school premises.

3) Whenever possible, visitors should obtain authorization from the school director 

or a person designated by the school director in advance.  At the direction of the

director, such prior authorization may be required.

4) Visits may be prohibited at certain times such as while standardized testing or 


other student assessments are being conducted.

5) All school visitors must comply at all times with the school policies, administrative 


rules and school regulations.

B. Exceptions to Visitor Requirements:

        Parents or community members who have been invited to visit school as part of a 

        scheduled open house, special event, scheduled performance by a class, team, or 

        group, or other adult participants in organized and school approved activities must 

        register with the office upon entrance to the building and are otherwise exempt from 

        requirements A. 1-4 above.  

C. Visitors to Classrooms or Other Instructional Areas:

1) Access to particular classrooms or other instructional areas of the school may be  

restricted upon the recommendation of the teacher in charge or as otherwise 

deemed necessary by the director.

2) Because classrooms and other instructional areas are the most vulnerable to 

disruption, specific conditions may be imposed upon visitors, including  but not 

limited to:

a) remaining in a designated place or seat

b) refraining from talking to students while the class or activity is in session

c) refraining from entering or leaving the area while an activity is underway

d) requiring that the visitor be chaperoned

e) limiting the duration of the visit to particular times or length of time

f) limiting the activities of the visitor to a particular purpose(s)

g) designation of particular routes of travel in the building or upon school grounds

3) Visitors wishing to conference with teachers or administrators during the course 


of the day are to make arrangements in advance.

D. Student Visitors:

1) In addition to the requirements in A. 1-5 above, student visitors must have written 

permission from their parent or guardian and must complete an emergency 

contact information sheet.

2) No student who is under suspension, expulsion or any other form of discipline 

from their current school district shall be permitted to visit Learning for Leadership Charter School.

E. Special Situations:

1) Both custodial and non-custodial parents of a student have rights to visit the 

child’s school unless a court order exists restricting such contact.  In the event that a non-custodial parent seeks permission to visit, the school shall make a good faith effort to notify the custodial parent in advance of the visit.

2) The Director or a person designated by the director has the authority to exclude from the school premises and facilities (including school transportation) any person who disrupts or who appears likely to become a disruption to the educational program.  Any such individual shall be directed to leave the school premises immediately and law enforcement authorities shall be called if necessary.
